“My dear brothers and sisters, I am writing to you on 
the occasion of the Solemnity of Saint Michael the 
Archangel which the Church celebrates on September 
29th, and who is the patron saint of the Archdiocese of 
Toronto. St. Michael reminds us that our Christian life 
is not adrift, happenstance, or a series of accidents, 
but a vocation. Living the life of a disciple is 
characterized by a call to stand with God in truth, 
charity, and justice. During this Jubilee Year — set 
aside by the Church as a time of renewal, 
reconciliation, and hope — our celebration takes on an 
added dimension, resetting our gaze on the ultimate 
horizon: God’s faithful love and the bright promise of 
immortality. As “Defender of the Church”, St. Michael 
reminds us that our hope is not naïve optimism but the 
theological virtue (CCC, 1817-1821) that steadies us 
amid conflict and distress (cf. Dan 12:1).”
