During Lent, Catholics recall their baptism
and do penance — fasting, prayer, and almsgiving as
they commemorate the death and resurrection of
Christ.

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The Church observes the 34th World Day of the
Sick on February 11t.

To honour this observance, we will offer healing
ministry by having a Mass with anointing on
Saturday, February 14t at our 12:10 p.m.
Mass. This will be a special Mass at which those in
need may receive the sacramental anointing for
healing.
