Cardinal Leo has released a letter regarding the 
celebration of the Jubilee Year of St. Francis. In his letter 
he writes: 
 
“His Holiness Pope Leo XIV established a special Jubilee 
Year of St. Francis, beginning on 10 January 2026 and 
concluding on 10 January 2027 to commemorate the 8th 
centenary of his birth into eternal life (dies natalis). We 
pray that this will be a time of abounding blessings in 
which “we are all called to become saints in the 
contemporary world, following the example of 
the Seraphic Patriarch.”
