Palm Sunday 
Of the Passion of the Lord 

 
Palm Sunday marks the beginning of Holy Week. 
The day recalls Jesus’ triumphal entry into the city 
of our salvation about one week before his 
Resurrection (Easter). 
 

Why Do We Wave Palms? 
 
When Jesus rode into Jerusalem, crowds greeted 
him by waving palms and covering his path with 
small branches. Today, we wave palms to hail Christ 
in his triumph for our salvation in the light of his 
Paschal Mystery – his Passion, Death and 
Resurrection. 

On Palm Sunday priests wear red vestments in 
keeping with the Church’s focus on the Lord’s 
glorious Passion. Read the Story of Palm Sunday - 
Luke 19:28-44.
