Excerpt from Cardinal Leo’s Invitation to 
Solemnity of Corpus Christi Procession 

June 7, 2026 12:00 Noon 
 
…“Our Eucharistic processions are not simply a 
devotional practice; they are a visible proclamation that 
the Lord who feeds us at the altar, walks with us in the 
world (cf. Lk 24:13-35). Where there is division, 
indifference, and suffering, we turn to God, carrying 
Christ into the public square as a sign of hope, confident 
that God dwells with us and compels us to sanctify the 
world (Sacramentum Caritatis, 88-92). Our Corpus 
Christi processions testify that Jesus Christ is the source 
of life, unity, and peace for all, and they quietly but 
powerfully proclaim that he alone remains at the centre 
of our lives (St. Ignatius of Antioch, Letter to the 
Ephesians, 20).”
